Fellows are encouraged to spend a period of 
residence at NIJ and prepare reports suitable for publication by NIJ that summarize the results and 
policy implications of their research. NIJ will negotiate specific products with Fellows during the 
pre-award period. Approximately $75,000 is available for awards made through this solicitation.
