This award is
designed to assist tenure track faculty who are early in their research careers to become competitive for research
funding from the directorates of the National Science Foundation by 1) encouraging early career faculty to
submit proposals to NSF as soon as possible after their first faculty appointment and 2) by accelerating the pace
of their research and the quality of their proposal submission to the NSF by providing funds for supplies,
equipment, summer salary, etc. Proposals focusing on Living Systems, which includes research related to
agriculture and food technologies, environmental quality, biological sciences, biochemistry, biophysics,
biotechnology, and bioinformatics, will receive priority.
