President Shifts Funding Priorities

American Legacy Foundation Funding
May Dwindle
The American Legacy Foundation, a resource for antismoking grant funding, has received its last major
payment from a nationwide tobacco settlement agreement.  Although the foundation has limited funds in
reserve, its revenue from the Smokeless Tobacco Settlement Fund will not be enough to continue to fund the
same level of programming it has in the past.  The foundation is currently pursuing alternate funding sources.
If alternate funding is not secured, grantseekers may see a decline in funding and elimination of some
programs.

(RWJF) stated that the foundation will begin to shift its priorities to disseminating evidence-based addiction
treatment programs in an interview recently published by Advances.
